Guidelines for Applications for Extraordinary/Discretionary Blues
Updated 25th November 2004

All blues are awarded on an individual basis. Therefore, an application must be made for each individual i.e. you can’t make an application on behalf of an entire team.

The application should be a statement of the individual’s achievements in the sport. These achievements should be relevant to the year for which the application is being made i.e. it is irrelevant if the individual represented their nation when they were 16.

The statement should be clear and concise – people have a very short time in which to read them. Bullet points of results and dates are appropriate. The statement should be emailed to the executive committee prior to the meeting and 30 copies brought to the meeting for circulation. 

At the meeting, a representative of the sport (usually the captain) will talk the committee through the application and take any questions for clarification. The concerned parties leave the room and further discussion and a vote will be held.

General guidance to the standards required for FB or HB status is presented below:

· For an entire team, which currently has HB status, to be awarded FBs, it must apply to the Committee on the basis of outstanding performance a National student level (e.g. by winning the annual BUSA competition at which at least 24 Universities are present and competing).

· For a Member with Half Blue status to apply for a Full Blue on behalf of an individual in their team, the individual must have achieved the specific standards defined or perform for the full (i.e. no student) National Team in international competitions.

· Half Blue status is commensurate with performance at County or Regional level in sports in which there is a regular and well defined competition structure.
